Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion

April 12 / April 13, 2025

Palm Sunday Year C (Passion Sunday) marks the beginning of Holy Week. It is a day when 
we remember Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem and the events leading to His Passion.
First Reading (Isaiah 50:4-7): The prophet suffers in carrying out His mission, but he is 
convinced that God will eventually save him.
Second Reading (Philippians 2:6-11): Because Jesus took on Himself our human condition 
and accepted death on a cross, the Father has made Him Lord of heaven and earth.
Gospel (Luke 22:14-23:56): Luke’s version of the Passion Story. Luke presents a Christ who 
is merciful and forgiving, even to His executioners. We are involved in the Passion Story too.
When we feel powerless or afraid, we can remember that Jesus invites us to be with Him in His 
suffering, giving us the strength to face our own challenges.



GOOD FRIDAY COLLECTION FOR HOLY PLACES
The Pontifical Good Friday Collection is the main source of financial aid for taking care of the 
sanctuaries of the Holy Land and of the Christians who live around those sanctuaries. Initiatives of 
great pastoral value have sprung up around these Holy Places: parishes, schools, hospitals, homes for 
the elderly, and assistance centres for migrants, displaced persons and refugees.
